I want to report on a wonderful conference we had in Tallinn, Estonia. For those of you who don't know, Tallinn is the largest city in Estonia and is situated right below the Gulf of Finland. Finland is just a few hundred miles north of Tallinn. Estonia used to be a Russian province but became independent from Russia in 1991. Ever since then, Estonia has been on the march toward modernization. It is a robust culture that is seeking to make itself part of the world scene. 80% of Estonia is Lutheran. The Catholic presence is very small, especially since most of the Slavic states in the east are dominated by the Orthodox Church.

We had our conference inside St. Catherine's Church, a medieval stone building that had long since been gutted of anything inside resembling a church, but serves as good accommodations for a conference. The conference theme was centered on implementing ways to change the face of Europe, to make Europe lean back toward Christianity. Our speakers, E. Michael Jones, Jeff Langan (Notre Dame professor), Fr. Brian Harrison, John Rao (professor at St. John's), myself, and a few other local speakers, did our best to show the Estonians what they could do to start the change towards Christ. We planted many seeds. We hope to see them grow in the near future. Please pray for the Estonia people.

After the conference, we all headed to St. Petersburg, Russia for a three-day tour of the city. Formerly known as Leningrad, the name was changed back to St. Petersburg by a vote of 51% of the people. This city used to be the capital of Russia, and was the home of its Czars and queens, including Nicholas and Alexandra who were killed by the Bolsheviks. St. Peterburg is truely an amazing city. It's architecture, built mostly in the 18-19th centuries, is exquisite and palatial, none like it in the world.
